Wrap Up

In this parable, Jesus is teaching us to approach God boldly as we pray. A person may feel uncomfortable approaching God in such a bold way. This may stem from a feeling of inadequacy, conviction of sin or maybe a sense of undeserving love. The bottom line is God is our heavenly Father and He desires a true relationship with us, not a shy approach to prayer. Jesus promises us in this passage that if we ask we will receive and if we seek we will find. Jesus teaches us to engage our heavenly Father in prayer. Ask Him what we truly need and not shy away in a sense of self-pity or a thought that we do not deserve any of His love. God already demonstrated His love for us in the sacrifice of His son on the cross. This love knows no boundaries; therefore we should approach Him with no boundaries.
